· Speakers, including proposed moderator(s). 
Please note: Each panel must include at least three speakers. One speaker may also be the proposed moderator. One speaker per company per panel. We suggest at least 50/50 split between working life sciences companies and service providers on each panel.

· BayBio reserves the right to cancel any session at any time.

The Gene Acres Planning Committee is looking to share the existing best industry practices. Therefore we are looking for as many Northern California’s working life science companies to be included in the panel discussions as possible.
Proposals will be peer reviewed and sessions will be evaluated based on the following criteria:

· Novelty of subject/approach 

· Educational quality and value 

· Expertise/caliber of speakers 

· Relevance of subject 
· Membership status of speakers

Thus, we request a limited number of paper hand-outs or none at all, and that your materials be delivered electronically to BayBio in a format (PDF, PPT or as an unencrypted Word document) which will allow easy access end emailing of the materials.

Please note that while speakers retain intellectual property rights over their presentations, conference speakers will be asked to fill out a consent form allowing BayBio to release presentation slides to the conference attendees (upon request).
